Multiple cultural references define Chilean jazz pianist and composer Antonio Flinta’s artistic
output, exploring melodies, moods, colors, textures and space, resulting in music characterised by
insightful improvisations and an intense emotional strength.

With his trio and quartet, Flinta has toured internationally, delivering masterclasses and performing
at jazz festivals, theaters and clubs in four continents.

Antonio FLINTA

Pianist, composer and educator born in Chile, studied in Madrid at the Taller de Musicos with
Joshua Edelman, and attended masterclasses with Barry Harris, Bob Moses and Chuck Israels,
among others. Soon after he won a scholarship to the Berklee College of Music in Boston, Mass.,
where he studied composition and arrangement, improvisation with Ed Tomassi and jazz piano with
Ray Santisi. In Rome in 1993, after playing in various bands, he formed his own trio with Roberto
Bucci on bass and Claudio Gioannini on drums, starting a musical relationship and a friendship
that lasts until today.



Focusing on original compositions and interplay, the trio toured national and international jazz
festivals and recorded five CDs. In 2008 the trio became a quartet, toured four continents, gained
wide recognition and recorded five more albums. In 2021 Antonio Flinta recorded his first piano
solo album “Secrets of a Kiri Tree” and in 2022 his second “Peripheral Songs”.

Roberto BUCCI

Bass player and music therapist working with disabled youngsters, studied at the Saint Louis Music
School, Rome, and at the Frosinone Conservatory and with M° Pani, bassist of Rai — Italian TV
Broadcasting. He has worked with Giovanni Tommaso’s Jazz Orchestra, collaborating with Paolo
Fresu, Gianluigi Trovesi, Flavio Boltro.

Claudio GIOANNINI

Drummer, began his musical training in Italy (Ettore Fioravanti, Fabrizio Sferra), and
continued at the “Percussion Institute of Technology” (PIT), a branch of the Musicians’
Institute in Hollywood USA, where he studied with such musicians as Steve Houghton, Ralph
Humphrey and Joe Porcaro. He graduated with “Honours” and received a special award: the
“Human Relations Award”. He also directs the Staff Music School (Rome and Viterbo).
